


SYNOPSIS:

Earned the 2005 Skip Barber National Championship presented by Racer 
with four victories; finished second in that series in 2004. Extremely active 
test driver and driver coach.  Senior driving instructor for the Skip Barber Racing 
School since 1998. Prior to moving into formula cars, was very active in karting and 
autocross events. 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 

2006: Enters the Star Mazda Championship with the highly-regarded Andersen Racing team; entry is 
sponsored by the Skip Barber Racing School, Surgical Reimbursement Specialists, Automatic, Carmela 
Sausages of Puerto Rico, the BMS Group and private investors. 

2005: Champion of the Skip Barber National Championship presented by Racer, posting four victories and 
clinching the title at Mid-Ohio. Earned $100,000 for the championship, which he’ll use towards his 2006 Star Mazda 
program. In addition to Mid-Ohio, won both halves of the season opener at Sebring and one of the races at Virginia Int’l 
Raceway. Also had two runner-up finishes and two thirds, so he was on the podium in more than half of the events. Also had 
four poles and four fastest race laps. Also participated in pro Formula Mazda testing, autocross competition, was a test driver 
for Skip  Barber Racing Formula Dodge race cars, and conduced special driving assignments for various clients. 

2004: Finished second in the Skip Barber National Championship presented by Racer.  Again posted four victories, but finished second 
to Marco Andretti, who won once.  Also participated in pro Formula Mazda testing, autocross competition, was a test driver for Skip  Barber 
Racing Formula Dodge race cars, and had special driving assignments for various clients. 

2000-2004: Formula Dodge national and regional competition, SKUSA and RotaxMax kart competition; Barber Dodge Pro Series testing; test 
driver for Skip Barber Racing Formula Dodge race cars; Formula SAE testing; autocross competition; special driving assignments like Viper Thrill 
Rides for Dodge. 

1998-1999: Autocross competition, special driving assignments, test driver for Skip Barber Formula Dodge race cars and other clients. 

1989-1997: Two-stroke and four-stroke karting events; autocross competition, earning two overall championships and six class championships. 
Participated in Formula 2000 driver searches (fourth of 94 entries and fifth of 105 entries) in Canada in 1994 and 1995.
